· The section between Kumarghat-Manu (20 km) has already been commissioned for traffic on 27.12.2002.  

· Kumarghat-Agartala New Line is being constructed to broad gauge standard with four rail seat sleepers and the line would be initially commissioned on meter gauge.  

· The line would be converted to broad gauge once Lumding-Silchar-Jiribam and Badarpur to Kumarghat is converted to broad gauge.
